Research methods
The research method outlines the systematic approach and procedures used to answer the research questions. It contains key components such as research design (qualitative/quantitative), population and sample, data collection techniques (surveys, interviews, experiments), research instruments, and data analysis methods. Results and Discussion presents field findings (results) and an in-depth interpretation and analysis of those findings.
